Inhalation Exposure to vapor above the established exposure limit results in respiratory
irritation, which may lead to difficulty in breathing and feeling of tightness in the chest.

Do not pull bonded skin apart. Soak in warm, soapy water. Gently pry apart using a
blunt instrument. If skin is burned because of large amounts of product, get medical
attention.

Immediately flush with plenty of water. Get medical attention. If eyelids are bonded
shut, release eyelashes first with a wet pad and warm water. Do not force eye open.
Cyanoacrylates will bond to the eye, tearing will help de-bond the adhesive. Keep eye
covered until de-bonding is complete, usually within 3 days. Solid particles from the
polymerized product can cause abrasive damage. Get medical attention.

Remove to fresh air. If symptoms persist, get medical attention.

Ensure that breathing airways are not obstructed. The product will polymerize rapidly
and bond to the mouth making swallowing extremely difficult. Usually any solidified
product will separate after a few hours. Prevent any further swallowing of the separated
material.
